Disaster loan limits are:

* Up to $200,000 for damage to primary residence

* Up to $40,000 for damage to personal property (including uehicles] for
homeowners and renters

*  Up to 52 million for damage to business property - small businesses and
most non-profit organizations with or without physical damage, are also
eligible for working capital loans for disaster-related cash flow problems
